Leeches range in size from 1/4 inch to 18 inches long.
Most leeches are 1 to 2 inches long. As a leech moves, it
stretches its body into a thin, snakelike shape. By stretch-
ing, the lecch seems to be much longer than it really is. A
leech can eat 10 times its weight in blood. As a leech sucks
its prey’s blood, its body swells. A leech can double or
triple its size in minutes.

Some leeches are a dull greenish brown. Others are
black. Still others have lines of spots down their backs.
Some are even bright with red, orange, or yellow stripes.
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Where Leeches Live

Many lecches are tropical animals that live in jungles
and swamps. However, leeches are found all over the world
in all types of climates. They live in desert water holes and
on mountains. Strange as this may sound, there are more
leeches living in Antarctic waters than in all the tropics.

Most leeches are aquatic. They live in freshwater ponds
and streams. A few species are found in both saltwater
and freshwater environments. Aquatic leeches can swim.

hen we look at a globe or world map, we take
for granted that what we are seeing is accurate. Thanks to
technology like satellites that can take pictures from outer
space, we now have a very accurate picture of our world's
geography. But it wasn't that easy for the early explorers.

A man named Claudius Ptolemy (Klawsdeesuhs

toleuhemee) was a Greek scholar who lived between
AD. 127 and 147. He decided to make a more accurate
map of Earth. His map listed grid positions for about
8,000 places. The map was very detailed, and scholars
and mapmakers from other parts of the world were
anxious to copy it. Throughout the centuries, many
explorers used the map.

Bye-Bye, Blackbird

Since Chuck Yeager’s historic supersonic flight, aircraft
speeds have climbed and climbed. Yeager himself set a
world record in 1953 of 1,650 miles (2,660 kilometers) per
hour in another version of the X-1. Today, the fastest
military jet planes can fly at speeds above Mach 3, or
three times the speed of sound. The record is held by the
incredible SR-71, a high-tech U.S. spy plane nicknamed the
Blackbird for its dark coating. It has flown at 2,193 miles
(3,529 kilometers) per hour and at altitudes of 90,000 feet
(27,432 meters)! At that speed, the trip from Washington,
D.C, to Los Angeles takes only 64 minutes!

Have you ever heard of the Concorde? This British and
French plane is the world’s only supersonic passenger air-
liner. It made its first test voyage in 1969 and can cruise at
twice the speed of sound. Maybe someday you'll cross the
Atlantic Ocean in just three and a half hours on this famous
airplane (possibly
you already
have). Maybe
you'll join the
‘military and pilot
one of the fantas-
tic aircraft
in this chapter to
a new supersonic
world record!

About the Oceans
The average depth of the world’s oceans is about
2.3 miles (3.7 kilomeers)

The deepest part of the world's oceans is the
Mariana Trench, off the Mariana Islands in the
Pacific Ocean, east of the Philippines. It is 35,840
feet (10,924 meters) or 6.7 miles deep.

Only a small parl, | percent, of the ocean floor
is deeper than 3.7 miles (6 kilomefers). About
three fourths of fhe ocean floor is belween 1.9
and 3.7 miles (3 and 6 kilomelers) deep.

Volcanoes on the ocean floor are erupfing all
the fime, spreading lava around the ocean
boftom. Some islands, such as the Hawaiian
Islands, were created when erupfing undersea
volcanoes pushed lava up fo and above the
waler's surface.

Large frozen chunks of fresh water floating around
in the world's oceans are called icebergs. Icebergs
are formed when pieces of glaciers or chunks
of the polar icecaps break off and float away.

The first ocean explorers lived on the eastern
coast of the Mediterranean Sea, beginning around
1400 B.c. This region now includes Israel and
Lebanon. Can you guess the name of this civilization?

The people were the Phoenicians, and their -
country was known as Phoenicia (fi-nisheuh).

They became the leading merchants of the ancient -
Mediterranean world. Phoenician traders sailed from
port to port in their expertly built ships. These ships,
known as galleys, had a single large mast and sail.
‘They also contained oars, which were rowed by as
many as 50 men. The oars came in handy when the
winds died down!
